No
visitors or solicitors will be allowed entry. The Village is operating in accordance with its Village
Emergency Preparedness Plan, as updated 5/2/2018 and voted upon by the Board of Trustees.
At this time the Mayor and TJ Chagnon are the points of contact.

This declaration means that Village Hall and all Village buildings will be closed to the
general public until further notice.

In the event that this emergency declaration is in effect at the time of the fall Water and
Sewer Bill payment. Payments should be left in the drop box in front of the Village office from 9
am - 5 pm. Residents are encouraged to pay by mail with check or money order.

Future Meetings of the Board of Trustees will be held virtually via GoToMeeting at the
scheduled times noticed on the Village website https://sgfny.com/village-news/.

Meetings will be recorded and posted on-line. The public may access the meetings using
the login information posted on the Village website. The public is free to submit comments by
email relative to any agenda item. All Zoning and Planning Board Meeting will be conducted via
GoToMeeting as well until further notice.
